Section 1. Fireworks, definitions.

(a) Fireworks. Any composition or device designed for the purpose of producing a
visible or audible effect by combustion, deflagration or detonation and which meets
the definition of common or special fireworks set forth by the United States
Department of Transportation in Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations.

(b) Permissible fireworks. Only those fireworks annually listed and promulgated by the
State Fire Marshal for that year in Title 157, Chapter 8, entitled "Fireworks
Acceptable in the State of Nebraska for the year 2010.

Section 2. Fireworks stand.

(a) A trailer, tent or temporary structure which stands alone and is not connected
to or which any other trailer, tent or structure, either temporary or permanent,
from which any product other than permissible fireworks is sold or
distributed.

(b) All firework stands shall be dismantled and/or removed from its site no later
than July 12" of the current year.

(c) No regulated fireworks shall be sold from permanent buildings or structures

in the City except as permitted by Nebraska State Statutes.
| (d) No electrical space heaters will be used at any time within the fireworks
stand.

(e) Bach fireworks stand shall have at least one fire extinguisher within the stand
or as directed by the Fire Chief.

(f) There shall be no camping or sleeping overnight in the fireworks stand.

(g) The following signs, with at least 2 V2 inch block lettering of permanent
design of contrasting color shall be installed on all four (4) sides of the
structure from which fireworks are to be sold. Said signs shall state:

——— - : i. No smoking within 25 feet; e - —_—
ii. No discharging of fireworks within 100 feet
iii. No parking within 12 feet.

Section 3. Fireworks; generally.

It shall be unlawful for any person to sell or offer for sale permissible fireworks in the
City of Broken Bow without first having made application and paid the required fees to the
Broken Bow City Clerk.

Section 4. Permit; application.
The application to sell or offer for sale permissible fireworks shall contain:



(a) The name and residence address of the applicant.

(b) The street address or legal description of the premises for which the
permit is sought.

(c) An accurate description of the structure to be used and location of the
structure on the premises.

(d) Where the inventory will be stored.
(e) When the inventory will arrive.
(f) Where the inventory will be stored during the off season;

(g) Certificate of Insurance in the amount of $500,000, naming the City of
Broken Bow as an additional insured.

Section 5. Permit fees.

1) Persons selling fireworks within the City of Broken Bow who are doing so
for-profit will pay a fee of $300, payable to the City of Broken Bow. This
fee will be paid yearly at the time of the application process. An additional
fee of $100 will be assessed for the December sale and discharge period.

2) Persons selling fireworks within the City of Broken Bow who are doing so
not-for-profit will pay a fee of $50, payable to the City of Broken Bow.
This fee will be paid yearly at the time of the application process.

3) Permit fees collected by the City of Broken Bow will be transferred to the
Organization or Party who handles the annual public firework display held
on July 4t each year. If such a display ceases to exist, the fees collected
stay with the City of Broken Bow.

Section 6. Permit; when granted.
The City Clerk shall submit copies of any application to sell permissible fireworks
to the Fire Chief and the Police Chief, who shall thereafter review the application and the
applicant to determine, that all of the provisions of the City Code and any other applicable
federal or state law or regulations have been met. The results of such review and
application shall be delivered to the City Clerk who will bring the results before the City
Council for review who then can issue the permit. Any permit which is granted shall be
prominently displayed at the fireworks stand to which it has been issued. No permit shall
be transferable.

Section 7. Age requirements.
A person of at least 19 years of age shall supervise all sales of fireworks by a
salesperson that is younger than 16 years of age.



Section 8. Sale and use of permissible fireworks.

Permissible fireworks may be sold only during the following times:
June 25 to July 4: 9:00 AM until 11:00 PM
December 29th at 9:00 AM until December 31st 11:00pm

Permissible fireworks may be used, discharged, or exploded only during the
following times:

June 25 to July 3: 9:00 AM until 11:00 PM

July 4t 9:00 AM until 12:00 Midnight

December 29th,& 30th 9:00 AM Until

11:00 P.M. and Dec. 31st 9:00 AM until 2

AM on the morning of January Ist.

Section 9. Prohibited acts.

It shall be unlawful for any person to:
(a) Use, discharge, explode or possess any fireworks within the City of
Broken Bow other than what is prescribed in Section Eight of this
ordinance.

(b) Use, discharge, or explode any fireworks within any building, or in the
vicinity of any person or property in a manner that exposes such
person or property to injury or damage.

(c) Throw any fireworks from or into a motor vehicle, onto any street,
highway or sidewalk, at or near any person, into any building or into
or at any group of persons.

(d) Use, discharge, or explode any fireworks on any public street, alley,
sidewalk, park or other property owned by the City of Broken Bow

“without first obtaining permission from the City Council.
Section 10. Weather Hazard.
The Broken Bow City Council reserves the right to ban or further limit the sale/discharge
of fireworks in the event of dry weather or other weather hazards.

The most recent blight and substandard study, study #9 prepared by City Engineer JEO, was
passed and approved by City Council on March 12", 2013. The percentage of the City of Broken
Bow that is considered blight and substandard is 44%. As a second-class city the City of Broken
Bow is allowed to designate 50% of the city as blight and substandard. Attached (Exhibit A) is a
copy of the most recent blight and substandard study map. As stated earlier the City of Broken
Bow is currently working with JEO to approve an updated blight and substandard study.

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Community Redevelopment Law - Tax Increment Financing (TIF)
Overview of the TIF Process

The community redevelopment laws allow for the increased property taxes generated by the improvement
of blighted property to be used to pay for the financing of the community redevelopment/TIF projects. The
statutes for community redevelopment/TIF are found in Neb. Rev. Stat. §§ 18-2101 through 18-2154.

Cities may act as the redevelopment “authority” or establish a community redevelopment authority (CRA).
The CRA may levy a property tax separate from the city, but subject to levy allocation authority of the city
government. The city/CRA may also acquire real property and declare it public property, which is exempt
from property taxes, but subject to in lieu of tax payments.

The TIF process begins with the city/CRA declaring an area as substandard, blighted, and in need of
redevelopment. The city/CRA must hold a public hearing and provide notice of the hearing to all registered
neighborhood associations located within a one-mile radius and to all political subdivisions affected by the
redevelopment area. The city/CRA is required to prepare a redevelopment plan, which must show, for
example, the boundaries of the redevelopment project area, proposed land uses, population, land and
building intensities, changes in zoning, and traffic flow.

After approval of the redevelopment plan and the project, TIF bonds may be issued for the acquisition of
property, site preparation, and public improvements. The property is transferred to the developer at its fair
market value for development and construction in accordance with the redevelopment plan. The properties
in the project will have a base valuation, which is the last certified value prior to the division of tax effective
date. The base property valuation remains assessable to all taxing entities. Any increase in value and
resulting taxes must be accounted for separately and be used to pay off the debt incurred for the
redevelopment project. The project must not exceed a 15-year period.

Requirements for TIF include, but are not limited to:
e The project is applicable to real property only; |

e The property must be within the corporate boundaries of the city; however, the city may annex
noncontiguous land to develop agricultural processing facilities that will become a TIF project;

e The division of tax for TIF may not exceed 15 years;

o The taxes attributable to the excess value can only be used for the repayment of the debt related to .
the project; and '

e The city/CRA must provide written notice to both the county assessor and county treasurer to
cease the division of tax when the debt on the project is paid in full.

The city/CRA must file a Notice to Divide Tax for Community Redevelopment Project (Notice) with the
county assessor on or before August 1 of the calendar year in which the division of the real property tax
becomes effective. The Notice is a statutorily prescribed form of the Property Tax Administrator,

An ordinance providing for the vacation of 129.2 feet by 12 feet of platted alley which lies
between Block 3 and Lot 6 of Block 2 in Pleasant Hill 2"¥ Subdivision of the City of Broken Bow,
Custer County, Nebraska; providing for the manner of ascertainment of damages sustained by
the citizens of the City of Broken Bow, Nebraska, or by the owners of property therein by the
vacation of said street, providing for the giving of notice to said citizens or property owners of the
time and place for hearing on any claims for damages by reason of said vacation, and prescribing
the time when this ordinance shall be in full force and take effect.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BROKEN BOW,
NEBRASKA:

Section 1. That 129.2 feet by 12 feet of platted alley which lies between Block 3 and Lot
6 of Block 2 in Pleasant Hill 2" Subdivision the City of Broken Bow, Custer County, Nebraska
shall be, and the same hereby, is vacated.

Section 2. That any citizen of the City of Broken Bow, Nebraska, or any owner of property
therein who claims that he sustained damages as a result of the vacation of said street shall file
his claim for damages with the City Clerk of the City of Broken Bow, Nebraska, on or before the
12" day of May, 2020, and the damages, if any, sustained by the claimant shall be ascertained
by the Mayor and Council of the City of Broken Bow, Nebraska, at the regular meeting of said
Mayor and Council on May 12, 2020, at 12:00 Noon in the Council Room in the Municipal Building
of the City of Broken Bow, Nebraska.

Section 3. That the Clerk of the City of Broken Bow, Nebraska, shall give notice to the
citizens of the City of Broken Bow, Nebraska, and to the owners of property therein, of the time
limit for filing claims for damages for the vacation of said streets and the time and place for hearing
on said claims by publication of a legal notice in the Custer County Chief on April 23, 30, and May
7, 2020.



Section 4. That the City of Broken Bow shall retain perpetual easement rights on the
vacated portion of 129.2 feet by 12 feet of platted alley which lies between Block 3 and Lot 6 of
Block 2 in Pleasant Hill 2" Subdivision and the owner shall not obstruct, or permit to be
obstructed, the easement premises at any time whatsoever without the express prior written
consent of the City.

Section 4. That this ordinance shall be in full force and take effect from and after its
passage, approval and publication according to law.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BROKEN BOW, CUSTER COUNTY, NEBRASKA, AMENDING
SECTION 32.06: BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT;
AND PROVIDING A TIME WHEN THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BROKEN BOW,
NEBRASKA:

Section 1. That Section 32.06 of the Municipal Code be amended to read as follows:
§ 32.06 BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS.

(A) Whenever the city has or is about to establish or acquire any system of waterworks, power
plant, ice plant, gas plant sewerage, heating or lighting plant or distribution system and the City Council
has created a Board of Public Works, the Board shall consist of not less than three, nor more than six
members, residents of the city, to be appointed by the Mayor, subject to the approval of the City
Council. The members may be removed by the Mayor and a majority of the members elected to the
City Council at any time. The term of the first members of the Board shall be one, two, three or four
years in the manner designated by the Mayor, as the case may be, after which the term of each
member shall be four years; and the terms of not more than two members shall expire at any one time.
(Neb. RS 17-801)

(B) The Board of Public Works shall have the active direction and supervision of any or all of the
utility systems owned or operated by the city as conferred on it by the City Council. The City Council
shall approve the budget of each proprietary function as provided in the Municipal Proprietary Function
Act. The Board shall have the power to operate any utility referred to it and to exercise all powers
conferred by law upon the city for the operation and government of the utility to the same extent, in the
same manner and under the same restrictions as the City Council could do if no Board of Public Works
shall existed; except that, the Board of Public Works shall not make any expenditure or contract any
indebtedness other than for ordinary running expenses, exceeding the amount established by the City
Council, without first obtaining the approval of the City Council. All actions of the Board shall be subject
to the review and supervision of the City Council. The Board of Public Works shall report to the City
Council at regular intervals as it may require.

(Neb. RS 17-802)

(C) If so authorized and empowered by the Mayor and Council, the Board of Public Works may
cooperate and participate in a plan of insurance designed and intended for the benefit of the employees
of any public utility operated by the city. For that purpose the Board of Public Works may make
contributions to pay premiums or dues under the plan, authorize deductions from salaries of employees
and take other steps as may be necessary to effectuate the plan of insurance.

(Neb. RS 17-802.01)

(D) If a city of the second class has created a Board of Public Works as provided in section 17-
801, the water commissioner and light commissioner shall, subject to confirmation by the mayor and
city council, be employed by such board at such reasonable compensation as may be agreed upon at
the time of such employment and shall thereafter be under the jurisdiction of such board, any of the
provisions of sections 17-501 to 17-560 to the contrary notwithstanding. Any water commissioner or
light commissioner, under the jurisdiction and control of the board of public works, may be removed by
the board, after an opportunity to be heard before the mayor and city council if he or she shall so
request, for malfeasance, misfeasance, or neglect in office.
